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Final Instructions

Dear Competitor,

We would like to thank you for your entry, and welcome you to our event. We would also like to
remind you that these Final Instructions carry the same authority as the SR’s and amend or
enforce accordingly.

Your start number is as per the attached entry list, please do not call us to complain about your
seeding — we have gone on the results you have given us to work with!

Please use the following instructions for Noise Test, Scrutineering & Documentation:

Saturday - Trailer parking, Noise Test and Scrutineering are all located at the Pickering
Showground (MR100/800 820). Please follow the marshal’s instructions on arrival.

Please park and unload as directed by the marshals on duty, any trailers being left overnight can
be left in the trailer park behind the Northern Events Arena, please leave doors & entrances clear
(left at owners risk). After unloading please proceed to Noise test where you will be issued your
documentation card. Please note that further noise tests will be taken throughout the event.

High visibility numbers will be affixed at noise test to ensure they are in the correct position.
Please try and be prepared for this by having clean surfaces to affix the decals to or paper towels
to assist with the process!

On completion of noise, please proceed to scrutineering, which will be held under the canopy of
the Northern Events Arena.

Competition numbers will be on sale from Motoscope at Scrutineering — please make sure they
are affixed prior to entering the Scrutineering bays. Please also be aware that due to the
possibility of bad visibility at this time of year, the Scrutineers have been asked to check
cars for white door squares as per the Blue Book Re  gulations. You have been warned!

Sunday — Any crew members who do not sign on during documentation hours on Saturday are
requested to attend the Rally HQ between 07:00hrs and 08:00hrs on Sunday. Please note
crews not signed on within one hour of their due st art time, will be deemed non-starters.

Please Note: Licence applications will not be accep  ted on the day — please apply online via
the MSA website prior to the event documentation.

General — Passes will not be required at the Pickering Showground on Saturday afternoon for
attendance of Noise, however Service/Auxiliary Vehicle Passes will be issued at Documentation
and must be shown by any vehicle requiring entrance on Sunday. Those without passes will

be required to pay spectator fees, and will be park  ed in the spectator car park.

Showground Parking Passes will be for sale at Documentation. They will permit parking in the
service area only and are £5 each, this money will be given to charity.



Stage 3 — Cropton
J7 on the map will not be used, the junctions will jump from J6 to J8. The road book
diagrams are correct — please check this against yo  ur maps and pacenotes.

Alexander Forbes Insurance

Please note that the cost of Alexander Forbes Insurance has risen, since the publication of the
regulations, from £26 per car to £27.30 per car. Those who have applied for it will be asked to
pay the difference at documentation.

Yorkshire Leaque
The event is now a round of the Yorkshire League due to our association with Selby & DMC.

Service Area

The service area will be open to competitors from 06:30hrs on Sunday for setting up. The
service area is grass, so boards will be required f  or jacks and/or axel stands. You must
also use a groundsheet or tarpaulin under pain of e  xclusion.

Please park trailers at the rear of the Arena, and try to avoid driving vehicles onto the grass as
much as possible. However please use common sense and leave the roadway clear.

Service areas will be marked and there will be marshals to guide you. Please follow their
instructions. If you are servicing more than one car, please use the largest area available to you.

Indoor overnight parking is permitted at the Showground on Saturday night for rally cars, however
the area will not be secure, and all vehicles are left at your own risk. Service vehicles and trailers
may also be left in the service area, again this will not be secure. No overnight parking will be
permitted under the canopy of the Northern Events A rena. Camping is also permitted, and
again you are requested to inform an official so you can be directed to a safe area.

RalliTrak Radio & Pre Start Holding

There will be a 15 minute pre start holding control prior to MTC1/ATCL to allow fitment of any
RalliTrak Radios not fitted on Saturday and to ensure that fire extinguishers are armed and you
are ready to go straight into stage 1. Your due time here (PSH) will be notified as part of the start
list.

Logaging Report & Start List

A logging report will be made on Friday 30" October, and will be distributed at documentation. A
start list will be issued at the pre start holding by the CLO and will be on display in the Rally HQ
prior to this — the start list will show any late entries and your due start time.

The first car is due to depart MTC1/ATC1 at 08:31hrs.

Official Notice Board & CLO
The Official Notice Board will be situated in the Rally HQ throughout the event.

A named Judge of Fact List will appear on the official Notice board.
