
Spectator Information  
Malton Forest Rally 2009 
 
There are 3 main spectator areas on the event – Langdale, Cropton at 
Sutherland Lodge, and the Spectator Special stage at Pickering 
Showground, which of course will include the Service Area.   
 

Spectator Day Pass - £10 
Purchase a day pass at just £10 per car, and you can have access to 
the Langdale & Cropton Stages as well as the Pickering Showground & 
Service for the entire day.  Included in the pass is an informative 
programme, and all money raised over and above the nominal amount 
for the Forestry, goes to the local Scout Group and Rotary Club, who will 
be directing the Car Parking on the day. 
 

Pickering Showground Stage 
People entering on foot will not be charged for entrance.  Do not park 
on the road or in the lay-by opposite the entrance to the 
Showground, as Police patrols have been instructed to remove 
any unauthorised vehicles from these areas.  The Organisers have 
not provided any parking outside of the Pickering Showground.  The 
map reference for the entrance to Pickering Showground is 100/ 
802 819.5 
 

Stages 1 & 5 will be run at the Showground, on yet another new and 
innovative stage, with an official spectator area permitting a view of 
most of the stage!  Times for car 1 on these stages are as follows:  
Stage 1 @ 08:34 / Stage 5 @ 12:25  
 
Langdale Forest Complex:  Enter Langdale at map reference 101/926 926, Birch 
Hall and follow the arrows to J24.  Park on the left hand side of the road only.  You 
can also get to J20 via map reference 101/908 961.  Take care as the Birch Hall 
road is narrow and is also the Rally Car exit from the Langdale Stages.  Times 
for car 1 on these stages are as follows: Stage 2 @ 09:23 / Stage 6 @ 13:14 
 

Cropton Forest Complex:  Parking for Cropton will be at Sutherland Lodge, this 
is due to recent problems at the Spiers House Caravan Park entrance – The 
map reference for Sutherland Lodge is 100/770.5 895   
Care! This is a narrow road! 
 

For the future of Rallying in Yorkshire, please do not attempt to gain access to the Cropton  
Stage via SPIRES HOUSE CARAVAN PARK.  This is a request of the Forestry Commission  
and non-compliance could loose the use of Cropton in the future! 
 

The Cropton stage passes the spectator area at Sutherland Lodge.   
Stage times for car 1 are as follows:  Stage 3 @ 11:08  
 

Service:  Service is also held in the Pickering Showground, the time for the first car 
is as follows: Service 1 @ 10:19 / Service 2 @ 12:02 
 

Gale Rigg Complex:  The forest known as Gale Rigg is not open to spectators.  

However you are welcome to contact the Chief Marshal and offer your services as a 
marshal on this stage!

The finish venue is also at the Pickering Showground, in the Northern Events Arena 
from approximately 14:10.  There will be food available all day at the Showground 
and a bar will be open from 13:00hrs.  There will be a large screen TV showing the Grand Prix too!

Please also drive sensibly to and from the stages, if you want to be a rally driver, put an 
entry in, don’t take the rally to the public roads!
